In an increasingly complex world, there is a growing awareness within Children’s Services for the need to develop and maintain Family Centred Practices.  Children’s services professionals are encouraged to develop a conceptual framework for understanding the ecological contexts of children, their families and the communities in which they live.

Noticing Change in Children is a training program specifically developed for staff working in Early Childhood and other Children’s Services.  The program prepares staff to better recognise and respond to the needs of vulnerable children (and their families) by strengthening their observation and identification skills.  Noticing Change in Children provides staff with workable tools when taking those first steps towards engaging with families to ensure best outcomes for children. 
This program is designed to be run by Children’s Services Directors/Coordinators as part of orientation for new staff; strengthening the skills of existing staff; and/or providing a framework for facilitating reflective conversations as part of individual or team supervision.
